(no amenities).

=== This landing off Hwy. 58 is
located under the bridge that
crosses the river It is a simple
boat ramp with no amenities.
Parking is available.

Keep your eyes open for Castor canadenis! Yes, beavers
exist all along the Willamette system. On the banks,
you may see trees here and there that have been carefully
chewed within one or two feet of the ground. Beavers
typically chew these trees toward the middle of the
trunk on all sides, creating a sharp, pointed appearance.
In backwater areas, you may see the standard “beaver
dam,” but along the mainstem and lower tributaries
it is much more common for beaver to build their

dens deep within the foliage of the river bank.

Watch for small
rock ledge.

9-10: Camas Swale
(OPRD), N 43" 95424, W 122" 98877

This is another great Greenway site. It extends for
nearly a mile on river right and is situated at a fairly

EI sharp right turn.The parcel contains mature Black

Cottonwoods, willows, and other vegetation and
has ample flat gravel area for camping. Watch for
